For the past two years, all cohort

participants have also received a 100% tuition scholarship during their first

year of seminary.

"In our increasingly secular world, those called

to ministry need more training, not less. Our cohorts remove financial

difficulties so that students can focus on their studies and on being further

equipped to serve the church."
